' (v.1:2) Lord: The actual word used in the Qur'an is Rabb. There is no proper equivalent
for Rabb in English language. It means the One and the Only Lord for all the universe, its
Creator, Owner, Organizer, Provider, Master, Planner, Sustainer, Cherisher, and Giver of
security. Rabb is also one of the Names of Allah. We have used the word “Lord” as the
nearest to Rabb. All occurrences of “Lord” in the interpretation of the meanings of the Noble
Qur'an actually mean Rabb and should be understood as such.

2 (v.1:2) Narrated Abu Sa‘id ibn Al-Mu‘alla: While | was praying in the mosque, Allah's
Messenger aku; 4= &l s called me but | did not respond to him. Later | said, “O Allah's
Messenger, | was praying.” He said, “Didn’t Allah say — Answer Alléh (by obeying Him) and
His Messenger when he aluj4de 4l s calls you.” (V. 8:24). He then said to me, “| will
teach you a Sdrah which is the greatest Strah in the Qur'an, before you leave the mosque.”

Narrated ‘Abdullah bin ‘Umar Legie &l ,ua, : The Prophet alus 4de &t Lo met Zaid ibn ‘Amr
ibn Nufail in the bottom of (the valley of) Baldah before the descent of any Divine revelation
to the Prophet slus 4de & o A meal was presented to the Prophet aluy 4de &if Ll but he
refused to eat from it. (Then it was presented to Zaid) who said, “| do not eat anything which
you slaughter on your Nusub™ in the name of your idols etc. | eat only those (animals meat)
on which Allah's Name has been mentioned at the time of (their) slaughtering.” Zaid bin
‘Amr used to criticise the way Quraish used to slaughter their animals and used to
say,“Allah has created the sheep and He has sent the water for it from the sky, and He has
grown the grass for it from the earth; yet you slaughter it in others than the Name of Allah.”
He used to say so, for he rejected that practice and considered it as something abominable.

Narrated Ibn ‘Umar begic &l =, @ Zaid ibn 'Amr ibn Nufail went to Sham (the region
comprising Syria, Lebanon, Palestine and Jordan), enquiring about a true religion to follow.

He met a Jewish religious scholar and asked him about their religion. He said, “l intend to
embrace your religion, so tell me something about it.” The Jew said, “You will not embrace
our religion unless you receive your share of Allah’s Anger.” Zaid said, “I do not run except
from Allah’s Anger, and | will never bear a bit of it if | have the power to avoid it. Can you tell
me of some other religion?” He said, “I do not know any other religion except Hanif (Islamic
Monotheism): Zaid enquired, “What is Hanif?"He said, “Hanif is the religion of (the Prophet)
Abraham »3.li 4=, he was neither a Jew nor a Christian, and he used to worship none but
Allah (Alone) — Islamic Monotheism.” Then Zaid went out and met a Christian religious
scholar and told him the same (as before). The Christian said, “You will not embrace our
religion unless you get a share of Allah’'s Curse.” Zaid replied, “| do not run except from
Allah's Curse, and | will never bear any of Allah's Curse and His Anger if | have the power to
avoid them. Will you tell me of some other religion?” He replied, “| do not know any other
religion except Hanif (Islamic Monotheism).” Zaid enquired, “What is Hanif?” He replied
“Hanif is the religion of (the Prophet) Abraham aMuli4de he was neither a Jew nor a
Christian, (and he used to worship none but Allah (Alone) — Islamic Monotheism.” When
Zaid heard their statement about (the religion of) Abraham, he left that place, and when he
came out, he raised both his hands and said, “O Allah! | make You my Witness that | am on
the religion of Abraham”.

Narrated Asma’ bint Abi Bakr Leie 4 =, : | saw Zaid ibn ‘Amr ibn Nufail standing with his
back against the Ka‘'bah and saying, “O people of Quraish! By Allah, none amongst you is
on the religion of Abraham except me.” She added: He (Zaid) used to preserve the lives of
little girls; if somebody wanted to kill his daughter he would say to him, “Do not kill her for |
will feed her on your behalf.” So he would take her, and when she grew up nicely, he would
say to her father, ‘Now if you will (wish), | will give her to you, and if you will (wish), | will
feed her on your behalf.” (Sahih Al-Bukhari, Vol.5, Hadith No.1 69).

a) Each and every Muslim, male or female, is obliged to offer his Salat (prayers) regularly
five times a day at the specified times; the male in the mosque in congregation and as for
the female, it is better to offer them at home. As the Prophet alu 4:de 4t ,wshas said: “Order
your children for Salét (prayers) at the age of seven and beat them (about it) at the age of
ten.” The chief (of a family, town, tribe, etc.) and the Muslim rulers of a country are held
responsible before Allah in case of non-fulfillment of this obligation by the Muslims under
their authority.

b) One must offer the Salat (prayers) as the Prophet auj 4de & L ysed to offer them with
all their rules and regulations, i.e., standing, bowing, prostrating, sitting, as he e & s
Ay has said: “Offer your Salat (prayers) the way you see me offering them (see Sahih Al-
Bukhari, Vol. 1, H.No. 604 and Vol. 9, H.No. 352)." [For the characteristics of the Salat

islam. Zakéat is the major economic means for establishing social justice and leading the
Muslim society to prosperity and security.

41. And believe in what I have sent down
(this Qur’an), confirming that which is with
you, [the Taurdt (Torah) and the Injeel
(Gospel)], and be not the first to disbelieve
therein, and buy [get] not with My Verses
[the Taurat (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel)] a
small price (i.e. getting a small gain by selling
My Verses), and fear Me and Me Alone.

(They are those) who are certain that
they are going to meet their Lord, and that to
Him they are going to return.

47. O Children of Israel! Remember My
Favour which I bestowed upon you and that I
preferred you to the ‘Alamin [mankind and
jinn (of your time period, in the past)].

48. And fear a Day (of Judgement) when
a person shall not avail another, nor will
intercession be accepted from him, nor will
compensation be taken from him, nor will
they be helped.

49. And (remember) when We delivered
you from Fir‘aun’s (Pharaoh) people, who
were afflicting you with a horrible torment,
killing your sons and sparing your women,
and therein was a mighty trial from your Lord.

50. And (remember) when We separated
the sea for you and saved you and drowned
Fir‘aun’s (Pharaoh) people while you were
looking (at them, when the sea-water covered
them).

51. And (remember) when We appointed
for Misa (Moses) forty nights, and (in his
absence) you took the calf (for worship), and you
were Zdlimin (polytheists and wrong-doers).

52. Then after that We forgave you so that
you might be grateful.

53. And (remember) when We gave Miisd
(Moses) the Scripture [the Taurat (Torah)]
and the criterion (of right and wrong) so that
you may be guided aright.”

54. And (remember) when Misa (Moses)
said to his people: “O my people! Verily, you
have wronged yourselves by worshipping the
calf. So turn in repentance to your Creator and
kill yourselves (the innocent kill the wrongdoers
among you), that will be better for you with
your Creator.” Then He accepted your
repentance. Truly, He is the One Who accepts
repentance, the Most Merciful.
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55. And (remember) when you said: “O
Misa (Moses)! We shall never believe in you
until we see Allah plainly.” But you were
seized with a thunder-bolt (lightning) while
you were looking.

56. Then We raised you up after your
death, so that you might be grateful.

57. And We shaded you with clouds and
sent down on you Al-Manna" and the quails,
(saying): “Eat of the good lawful things We
have provided for you,” (but they rebelled).
And they did not wrong Us,but they wronged
themselves.

58. And (remember) when We said: “Enter
this town (Jerusalem) and eat bountifully
therein with pleasure and delight wherever
you wish, and enter the gate in prostration (or
bowing with humility) and say: ‘Forgive us,’
and We shall forgive you your sins and shall
increase (reward) for the good-doers.”

59. But those who did wrong changed the
word from that which had been told to them
for another, so We sent upon the wrong-doers
Rijz (a pumshment)[ 2 from the heaven because
of their rebelling against Allah’s obedience.
(Tafsir At-Tabari).

60. And (remember) when Misd (Moses)
asked for water for his people, We said:
“Strike the stone with your stick.” Then gushed
forth therefrom twelve springs. Each (group
of) people knew its own place for water. “Eat
and drink of that which Alldh has provided
and do not act corruptly, making mischief on
the earth.”
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™ (v.2: 57) Mujahid said, “Al-Manna is a kind of sweet gum, and As-Salwa, a kind of bird
(i.e. quails) ... Narrated Sa‘id ibn Zaid «ic &l ,.a,: Alldh's Messenger alu; 4ie & Lo said,
“The Kam’a (truffle i.e. a kind of edible fungus) is like the Manna (as it is obtained without
any effort) and its water is a (medicine) cure for eye trouble.” (Sahih Al-Bukhari, Vol. 6,
Hadith No. 5).

So if you hear of its spread in a land, don't approach it, and if plague should appear in a
land where you are present, then dont leave that land in order to run away from it (i.e.
plague).” (Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol.4, Hadith No.679).
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61. And (remember) when you said, “O
Misa (Moses)! We cannot endure one kind of
food. So invoke your Lord for us to bring
forth for us of what the earth grows, its herbs,
its cucumbers, its Fim (wheat or garlic), its
lentils and its onions.” He said, “Would you
exchange that which is better for that which
is lower? Go you down to any town and you
shall find what you want!” And they were
covered with humiliation and misery, and
they drew on themselves the Wrath of Allah.
That was because they used to disbelieve the
Aydt (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons,
signs, revelations, etc.) of Alldh and killed the
Prophets wrongfully. That was because they
disobeyed and used to transgress the bounds
(in their disobedience to Allah, i.e. commit
crimes and sins).

62. Verily, those who believe and those
who are Jews and Christians, and Sabians,"
whoever believes in Alldh and the Last Day
and does righteous good deeds shall have
their reward with their Lord, on them shall be
no fear, nor shall they grieve.[2

63. And (O Children of Israel, remember)
when We took your covenant and We raised
above you the Mount (saying): “Hold fast to
that which We have given you, and remember
that which is therein so that you may become
Al-Muttagin (the pious — See V.2:2).

64. Then after that you turned away. Had
it not been for the Grace and Mercy of Alldh
upon you, indeed you would have been among
the losers.

65. And indeed you knew those amongst you
who transgressed in the matter of the Sabbath
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M (v. 2:62) A past nation used to live in Masal (Iraq) and say L4 ilaha illallah (none has the
right to be worshipped but Allah) and used to read Az-Zabir (the Psalms of the Sabians)

and they were neither Jews nor Christians.

@ (v.2:62) This Verse (and Verse 5:69), mentioned in the Quran should not be
misinterpreted by the reader as mentioned by Ibn ‘Abbas e &l .=, (Tafsir At-Tabari) that
the provision of this Verse was abrogated by the Verse 3:85: “And whosoever seeks a
religion other than Islam, it will never be accepted of him, and in the Hereafter, he will be
one of the losers.” (i.e.after the coming of Prophet Muhammad alu s 4:le 4l L= on the earth,
no other religion except Islam, will be accepted from anyone).
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(i.e. Saturday). We said to them: “Be you mon-
keys, despised and rejected.” (See vv. 7: 163-166)

66. So We made this punishment an
example to their own and to succeeding
generations and a lesson to those who are A/-
Muttaqgin (the pious — See V.2:2).

67. And (remember) when Miisa (Moses)
said to his people: “Verily, Alldh commands
you that you slaughter a cow.” They said,
“Do you make fun of us?” He said, “I take
Allah’s Refuge from being among A/-Jdhiliin
(the ignorant or the foolish).”

68. They said, “Call upon your Lord for us
that He may make plain to us what it is!” He
said, “He says, ‘Verily, it is a cow neither too
old nor too young, but (it is) between the two
conditions’, so do what you are commanded.”

69. They said, “Call upon your Lord for
us to make plain to us its colour.” He said,
“He says, ‘It is a yellow cow, bright in its
colour, pleasing the beholders.”

70. They said, “Call upon your Lord for
us to make plain to us what it is. Verily, to us
all cows are alike. And surely, if Alldh wills,
we will be guided.”

71. He [Miisd (Moses)] said, “He says, ‘It
is a cow neither trained to till the soil nor
water the fields, sound, having no other
colour except bright yellow.” They said, “Now
you have brought the truth.” So they slaughtered it
though they were near to not doing it.

72. And (remember) when you killed a
man and fell into dispute among yourselves
as to the crime. But Alldh brought forth that
which you were hiding.

73. So We said: “Strike him (the dead man)
with a piece of it (the cow).” Thus Allah brings
the dead to life and shows you His Ayt (proofs,
evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations,
etc.) so that you may understand.
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74. Then, after that, your hearts were
hardened and became as stones or even worse
in hardness. And indeed, there are stones out
of which rivers gush forth, and indeed, there
are of them (stones) which split asunder so
that water flows from them, and indeed, there
are of them (stones) which fall down for fear
of Alldh. And Alldh is not unaware of what
you do.

75. Do you (faithful believers) covet that
they will believe in your religion inspite of
the fact that a party of them (Jewish rabbis)
used to hear the Word of Allah [the Taurét
(Torah)], then they used to change it knowingly
after they understood it?

76. And when they (Jews) meet those who
believe (Muslims), they say, “We believe”,
but when they meet one another in private,
they say, “Shall you (Jews) tell them (Muslims)
what Alldh has revealed to you [Jews, about
the description and the qualities of Prophet
Muhammad abus4dle 4l 1o | which are
written in the Taurit (Torah)]“, that they
(Muslims) may argue with you (Jews) about
it before your Lord?” Have you (Jews) then
no understanding?

77. Know they (Jews) not that Alldh knows
what they conceal and what they reveal?

78. And there are among them (Jews)
unlettered people, who know not the Book,
but they trust upon false desires and they but
guess.

79. Then woe to those who write the Book
with their own hands and then say, “This is
from Allah,” to purchase with it a little price!
Woe to them for what their hands have written
and woe to them for that they earn (thereby).

80. And they (Jews) say, “The Fire (i.e.
Hell-fire on the Day of Resurrection) shall
not touch us but for a few numbered days.”

“Have you taken a covenant from Alldh, so
that Allah will not break His Covenant? Or is
it that you say of Alldh what you know not?”

81. Yes! Whosoever earns evil and his sin
has surrounded him, they are dwellers of the
Fire (i.e. Hell); they will dwell therein forever.

82. And those who believe (in the Oneness
of Allah—Islamic Monotheism) and do
righteous good deeds, they are dwellers of
Paradise, they will dwell therein forever. (See
V.2:257)

83. And (remember) when. We took a
covenant from the Children of Israel, (saying):
“Worship none but Alldh (Alone) and be
dutiful and good to parents, and to kindred,
and to orphans and to Al-Masakin“ (the
needy), and speak good to people (i.e. enjoin
righteousness and forbid evil, and say the
truth about Muhammad sl 4de &l 1a) and
perform As-Saldt (Iqgamat-as-Saldt), and give
Zakat” Then you slid back, except a few of you,
while you are backsliders? (Tafsir Al-Qurtubi ).

84. And (remember) when We took your
covenant (saying): Shed not the blood of your
(people), nor turn out your own people from
their dwellings. Then, (this) you ratified and
(to this) you bear witness.

85. After this, it is you who kill one
another and drive out a party of you from their
homes, assist (their enemies) against them, in
sin and transgression. And if they come to
you as captives, you ransom them, although
their expulsion was forbidden to you. Then
do you believe in a part of the Scripture and
reject the rest? Then what is the recompense
of those who do so among you, except disgrace
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(v 2:83) Narrated Abu Hurairah 4ic &l 4 Allah's Messenger aluy 4de 4t Lo said, “Al-
Miskin (the needy) is not the one who goes round the people and asks them for a mouthful or
two (of meals) or a date or two, but Al-Miskin (the needy) is that who has not enough
(money) to satisfy his needs and whose condition is not known to others, that others may
give him something in charity, and who does not beg of people.” (Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol. 2,
Hadith No. 557). [Please also see Tafsir At-Tabari (Verse 9:60)]
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in the life of this world, and on the Day of
Resurrection they shall be consigned to the
most grievous torment. And Alldh is not
unaware of what you do.

86. Those are they who have bought the
life of this world at the price of the Hereafter.
Their torment shall not be lightened, nor shall
they be helped.

87. And indeed, We gave Musa (Moses)
the Book and followed him up with a
succession of Messengers. And We gave ‘Isd
(Jesus), the son of Maryam (Mary), clear
signs and supported him with Rih-ul-Qudus
[Jibrael (Gabriel) audl 4ie]. Is it that whenever
there came to you a Messenger with what you
yourselves desired not, you grew arrogant?
Some you disbelieved and some you killed.

88. And they say, “Our hearts are wrapped
(i.e. do not hear or understand Alldh’s Word).”
Nay, Allah has cursed them for their disbelief,
so little is that which they believe.

89. And when there came to them (the
Jews), a Book (this Qur’an) from Alldh
confirming what is with them [the Taurat
(Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel)], although
aforetime they had invoked Allah (for coming
of Muhammad alus4de & 1) in order to
gain victory over those who disbelieved, then
when there came to them that which they had
recognised, they disbelieved in it. So let the
Curse of Alldh be on the disbelievers.

90. How bad is that for which they have
sold their ownselves, that they should
disbelieve in that which Allah has revealed
(the Qur’an), grudging that Alldh should
reveal of His Grace to whom He wills of His
slaves. So they have drawn on themselves
wrath upon wrath. And for the disbelievers,
there is disgracing torment.

91. And when it is said to them (the Jews),
“Believe in what Alldh has sent down,” they
say, “We believe in what was sent down to
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us.” And they disbelieve in that which came
after it, while it is the truth confirming what
is with them. Say (O Muhammad 4de & s
Al s to them): “Why then have you killed the
Prophets of Alldh aforetime, if you indeed
have been believers?”

92. And indeed Misad (Moses) came to
you with clear proofs, yet you worshipped the
calf after he left, and you were Zdilimin
(polytheists and wrong-doers).

93. And (remember) when We took your
covenant and We raised above you the Mount
(saying), “Hold firmly to what We have
given you and hear (Our Word).” They said,
“We have heard and disobeyed.” And their

hearts absorbed (the worship of) the calf |

because of their disbelief. Say: “Worst indeed
is that which your faith enjoins on you if you
are believers.”

94. Say (to them): “If the home of the
Hereafter with Alldh is indeed for you
specially and not for others, of mankind, then
long for death if you are truthful.”

95. But they will never long for it because
of what their hands have sent before them
(i.e. what they have done). And Allah is All-
Knower of the Zdlimin (polytheists and
wrong-doers).

96. And verily, you will find them (the
Jews) the greediest of mankind for life and
(even greedier) than those who ascribe
partners to Alldh (and do not believe in
Resurrection — Majiis(Magians), pagans, and
idolaters). Everyone of them wishes that he
could be given a life of a thousand years. But
the grant of such life will not save him even a
little from (due) punishment. And Allh is
All-Seer of what they do.

97. Say (O Muhammad alw;s 4le i L)
“Whoever is an enemy to Jibrael (Gabriel)
(let him die in his fury), for indeed he has
brought it (this Qur’dn) down to your heart
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by Allah’s Permission, confirming what came
before it [i.e. the Taurat (Torah) and the Injeel
(Gospel)] and guidance and glad tidings for
the believers.

98. “Whoever is an enemy to Alldh, His
Angels, His Messengers, Jibril (Gabriel)
and Mikal (Michael), then verily, Alldh is an
enemy to the disbelievers.”

99. And indeed We have sent down to
you manifest Aydt (these Verses of the
Qur’an which inform in detail about the news
of the Jews and their secret intentions, etc.),
and none disbelieve in them but Al-Fdsigiin
(those who rebel against Alldh’s Command).

100. Is it not (the case) that every time
they make a covenant, some party among
them throw it aside? Nay! (The truth is:)
most of them believe not.

101. And when there came to them a
Messenger from Allah (i.e. Muhammad e
alu s ile &) confirming what was with them,
a party of those who were given the Scripture
threw away the Book of Alldh behind their
backs as if they did not know!

102. And they followed what the Shayéatin
(devils) gave out (falsely of the magic) in the
lifetime of Sulaimén (Solomon). Sulaimén
did not disbelieve, but the Shaydtin (devils)
disbelieved, teaching men magic and such
things that came down at Babylon to the two
angels, Hardt and Mar(t, but neither of these
two (angels) taught anyone (such things) till
they had said, “We are only for trial, so
disbelieve not (by learning this magic from
us).” And from these (angels) people learn
that by which they cause separation between
a man and his wife, but they could not thus
harm anyone except by Alldh’s Leave. And
they learn that which harms them and profits
them not. And indeed they knew that the
buyers of it (magic) would have no share in
the Hereafter. And how bad indeed was that
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for which they sold their ownselves, if they
but knew.

103. And if they had believed and guarded [FEI J’,.i : ,L’p 195
themselves from evil and kept their duty to - T /\y Lé’ g 5

Allah, far better would have been the reward
from their Lord, if they but knew!

104. O you who believe! Say not (to the
Messenger abus4le &l ,Ls) Rd‘ina" but say
Unzurna (make us understand) and hear. And
for the disbelievers there is a painful torment.
(See Verse 4:46)

105. Neither those who disbelieve among
the people of the Scripture (Jews and Christians)
nor Al-Mushrikln (the idolaters, polytheists,
disbelievers in the Oneness of Alldh, pagans,
etc.) like that there should be sent down to
you any good from your Lord. But Alldh
chooses for His Mercy whom He wills. And
Allah is the Owner of Great Bounty.

And if there are not two
men (available), then a man and two women,
such as you agree for witnesses, so that if one
of them (two women) errs, the other can
remind her. And the witnesses should not
refuse when they are called (for evidence).
You should not become weary to write it
(your contract), whether it be small or big, for
its fixed term, that is more just with Allah;
more solid as evidence, and more convenient
to prevent doubts among yourselves, save
when it is a present trade which you carry out
on the spot among yourselves, then there is
no sin on you if you do not write it down. But
take witnesses whenever you make a
commercial contract. Let neither scribe nor
witness suffer any harm, but if you do (such
harm), it would be wickedness in you. So be
afraid of Allah; and Alldh teaches you. And
Allah is All-Knower of each and everything.

283. And if you are on a journey and cannot

(See Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol. |,
Hadith No.50 and 87) And the Statement of Allah J» 4 3=: “And whoever seeks a religion
other than Istam, it will never be accepted of him.” (3:85).

Narrated Abu Hurairah 4= & = ; One day while the Prophet alu, 4l= &t .o was sitting in
the company of some people, (The angel) Jibrael (Gabriel) s>uall 41 came and asked, "What
is Faith?” Allah's Messenger aluy 4ile & L replied, “Faith is to believe in Allah, His angels,
(the) meeting with Him, His messengers, and to believe in Resurrection."* Then he further
asked, “What is Islam?” Allah's Messenger abuy 4l= 4} s replied, “To worship Allah Alone
and none else, to perform As-Salét (Iqgamét-as-Salét), to give the Zak4t and to observe
Saum (fast) during the month of Ramadan,™* then he further asked, “What is /hsén
(perfection)?” Allah’s Messenger sl 4le &t s replied, “To worship Allah J» 4 3= as if you
see Him, and if you cannot achieve this state of devotion then you must consider that He is
looking at you." Then he further asked, “When will the Hour be established?” Allah’s
Messenger abuj4de &l Jse replied, “The answerer has no better knowledge than the
questioner. But | will inform you about its portents:

(1) When a slave (lady) gives birth to her master.

(2) When the shepherds of black camels start boasting and competing with others in the
construction of higher buildings. And the Hour is one of the five things which nobody knows
except Allah,

The Prophet sluy 4= & Lo then recited: “Verily, the knowledge of the Hour is with
Allah (Alone).” (31:34). Then that man (Gabriel sl 4le) left and the Prophet e 4 Jo
aluy asked his Companions to call him back, but they could not see him. Then the
Prophet aluy 4le &1 Lo said, “That was (angel) Gabriel s>l 4de who came to teach the
people their religion.”

Abu ‘Abdullah 4= &} = said; He (the Prophet pluy 4de it Lo ) considered all that as a part
of faith. (Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol.1, Hadith No.47).

* In this Hadith, only 4 articles are mentioned, while in another Hadith, 6 articles are
mentioned: (i) Allah, (ii) His Angels, (iii} His Books (The Torah, The Gospel, The Qur'an and
all the other Holy Books revealed by Allah), (iv) His Messengers, (v) Day of Resurrection
and (vi) Al-Qadar (Divine Pre-ordainments), i.e. whatever Allah has ordained, must come to
pass.
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86. How shall Alldh guide a people who
disbelieved after their belief and after they
bore witness that the Messenger (Muhammad
pugade il Loa) s true and after clear proofs
had come to them? And Allah guides not the
people who are Zalimin (polytheists and
wrong-doers).

87. They are those whose recompense is
that on them (rests) the Curse of Allah, of the
angels, and of all mankind.

88. They will abide therein (Hell). Neither
will their torment be lightened, nor will it be
delayed or postponed (for a while).

89. Except for those who repent after that
and do righteous deeds. Verily, Allah is Oft-
Forgiving, Most Merciful.

90. Verily, those who disbelieved after
their Belief and then went on increasing in
their disbelief (i.e. disbelief in the Qur’an and
in Prophet Muhammad aluj4le & o) —
never will their repentance be accepted
[because they repent only by their tongues
and not from their hearts]. And they are those
who are astray.

91. Verily, those who disbelieved, and
died while they were disbelievers, the
(whole) earth full of gold will not be accepted
from anyone of them even if they offered it
as a ransom''. For them is a painful torment
and they will have no helpers.
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**Again the principles of IslAm mentioned here are 4, but in other narrations, they
are 5 — 5th is the piigrimage (Hajj) to Makkah for the one who can afford it once in a

lifetime.

) (v.3:91) Narrated Anas ibn Malik 4ie 4l ;s s Allah’s Prophet abuy4sle & ,lua used to
say, “A disbeliever will be asked: ‘Suppose you had as much gold as to fill the
earth, would you offer it to ransom yourself (from the Hell-Fire)?’

Then it will be said to him, ‘You were asked for something easier than that (to join
none in worship with Allah i.e. to accept Islam, but you refused).’ " (Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol.

they have drawn on themselves the Wrath of
Alldh, and destitution is put over them. This
is because they disbelieved in the Aydt (proofs,
evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations,
etc.) of Alldh and killed the Prophets without
right.
